✓ Germany can be studied as a model of post World War II reconstruction and a 

microcosm of “cold war” conflict.

✓ Germany serves as a model for emerging nations and for Europe.

✓ Germany has provided a legacy of literary and political thought that has impacted 

the evolution of Western Civilization.
